Exchange? Do you recall the inbound teams from the
Philippines and Holland and our returned team from Holland
who spoke at the District Conference? The District Group
Study Committee is now seeking nominations for leaders and
deputy leaders for an exchange to Carolina in the United States
2007.

Group Study Exchange is a unique person to person
opportunity for the promotion of goodwill and understanding.
Teams of young business and professional people travel to a
different country with a Rotarian leader to study their vocation
as well as the way of life of their hosts. They are able to develop
personal acquaintances and exchange ideas whilst
experiencing a new culture. The exchange generally lasts for
a period of 4 to 6 weeks.

In August 2006 the Group Study Exchange Committee will be
calling for applications from interested Rotarians who wish to
be considered as a leader for the team to travel to Carolina.
A Deputy Leader will also be chosen who will travel in place
of the Leader should the need arise. It is currently anticipated
that the interviews for these positions will take place on the
10th September 2006.

All Rotary Clubs are also urged to start to consider if they are
aware of any members of their community that they may like
to nominate as a team member. To be eligible as a member
for the exchange, a person must be aged between 25 and 40
years of age and have been in their profession for at least
2 years, however they may not be an immediate relation of a
Rotarian. Applications for team members will also be
forwarded to Clubs in August.

The Group Study Exchange is a wonderful program that
has enhanced the lives of many people around the world.
It is not only those who travel to the different countries who
are able to experience all that it has to offer as those who
host the teams also benefit from the exchange.

It is exciting to find that there are other groups of adults and school aged students working
on the program at home, at school or in their work place in the metropolitan area, Kwinana,
Gnowangerup, Katanning and Meekatharra.
