Our insurance coverage has always provided protection for those Rotarians (and other
eligible persons) who travel either Nationally or Internationally on Rotary business.

Up to this time, it was required that such persons have completed, by their usual doctor, a
form known as the “Pre-existing Medical Travel Questionnaire”, which if applicable, lists
any medical conditions that may be relevant to the applicant and declared to our insurers
prior to travel.

We are pleased to advise that as of now, the afor-mentioned form is no longer required.
The only requirement now is the submission of a simple letter from the doctor stating that it
is safe for that person to travel.

Should a medical condition be relevant to any person intending to travel, insurance cover-
age is still offered, subject to the doctor advising it is safe for that person to travel providing
the appropriate medical treatment currently being undertaken is continued (remembering
that any costs for ongoing treatment is the responsibility of the traveller).

This is a major change and will provide further peace of mind for any of our travellers on
Rotary business.

Please ensure that the letters from doctors are submitted to Jim Trotter, District 9460
Insurance Officer for noting and filling, should they be required in the event that a claim is
necessary.

It is 18 years since Rotary opened its doors to women. Women are
the fastest growing segment of Rotary’s membership and more and
more women are serving as Club Presidents and District Governors.
 
Rotary is welcoming women into its ranks at an annual growth rate of
10%.  There are 85,000 women Rotarians in the world. 1700 are
Club Presidents and 18 of this year’s 525 District Governors are
women. Three are District Governors in Australia out of our 23
Districts.
 
The USA has 410,000 Rotarians and about 62,000 are women.
 
Our own District 9460 has 4 Clubs with women Presidents:
Bridgetown, President Trish Paisley; Margaret River, President Sally
Hayes; Fremantle Port, President Marie Wilson and Mandurah City,
President Joan Thompson.

Female membership, while growing, is still a vastly untapped
resource that clubs need to take more advantage of.  All clubs should
include as part of their new membership strategy a clear plan to
attract, nurture and maintain a greater female presence.

Bruce W illiams  on 21 January 2007.  Bruce was
District Governor in 1975/76 when, to his great
dismay, his successor died before taking official
office, which meant that Bruce and his wife Trixie  had
to complete another year as District Governor.

Exchange Committee of the then one Rotary District
in Western Australia. He was a very keen Rotarian,
a loving family man, and a well regarded architect.
