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 Group S tudy Exchange 2007/2008
The Group Study Exchange programme is a wonderful opportunity
that has enhanced many lives around the world promoting goodwill
and understanding.  Teams of young business and professional
people travel to another country with a Rotarian leader to further
study their vocation.  Team members are able to develop personal
acquaintances and exchange ideas whilst experiencing a new
culture and the way of life of their hosts.  The exchange generally
lasts for a period of 4 to 5 weeks.

ARHRF is into “W aist Disposal”
Associate Professor Samar Aoun and her research team at Edith
Cowan University (in collaboration with Rotarians from District
9460, WA Country Health Services and Diabetes WA) have been
awarded $40,000 from the Australian Rotary Health Research
Fund (ARHRF) to implement and evaluate the Waist Disposal
Challenge. This is a health promotion and intervention program
for Rotarians in the district to help them reduce their Body Mass
Index (BMI) and hence their waistline.  The idea of the Waist
Disposal Challenge was borne following a presentation that A/
Prof Samar Aoun delivered at the District Conference in Albany
last year, entitled “What motivates men to improve their health:
Sex, Drugs or Rock & Roll?”.  Since then Samar has been a
guest speaker at several Rotary clubs promoting the challenge.

The club that has achieved the highest reduction in their collective
BMI of its members will be the winner and announced at this
year’s conference in Rockingham.  The winner will be awarded
the “ECU Waist Disposal Trophy” to commend the club on its
efforts to keep their members “off the endangered species list”.
Clubs will be informed about this initiative in A/Prof Aoun’s
presentation at the District Conference in March this year in order
for them to decide if they want to participate in 2007.

March is Rot ary Bowelscan Month.
Bowel cancer is Australia’s #1 internal cancer, killing more
than 4,600 men and women every year, but it’s not on the
public agenda. That’s going to have to change if we want to
reduce the death toll, and that’s the aim of Rotary Bowelscan.

A simple test kit is available to the public for just $6, which
includes free testing by an accredited Clinipath pathologist.
Kits are available from participating pharmacies between 3
March and 31 March 2007.

DWELLINGUP FIRES
At a recent meeting in Pinjarra, Neil Leach, from the Rotary Club of Pinjarra spoke on the
recent fires that devastated the region outlining the Shire’s role towards assisting affected
members of the community.  The Shire is coordinating 2 Relief Funds – the Lord Mayors
Disaster Relief Fund and a separate fund from which the money donated will go directly to
those in need.  Donations can be made at the Shire Offices and they are also accepting
donations in kind such as food and clothing, which are stored at the Recreation Centre.  A
Local Recovery Committee has been set up to determine how the funds donated will be
allocated.  Two Rotary members, John Tuckey and Laurie Galloway, were nominated for
this committee.

Murray Cowper (MLA) spoke about the efforts being made to assist affected farmers in
addressing their immediate needs in providing feed for their stock, getting fences replaced
and the agistment of their stock, including transport costs. He proposed that the Rotary
Club of Pinjarra be the management tool in the distribution of feed donated.  Murray
praised the efforts of Shire President Noel Nancarrow in fighting the fires and in
communicating the needs of the area to the Premier.

The Premier of WA has declared Dwellingup a Natural Disaster Area and so financial
assistance is available for those in need.  The Department of Community Development is
also assisting with the victims of the fire.

Funds donated to the Bushfire Appeal from other Rotary Clubs should be sent to the
Rotary Club of Pinjarra, PO Box 94 Pinjarra, 6208.  The Rotary Club of Pinjarra has
already donated $5000 to the Bushfire Appeal .

To compound the tragedy, Paul’s wife Debra was in
transit from the United Kingdom where she had been
attending a family funeral.

Paul, aged 40, had been a regular visitor to the Club
prior to his induction, and had attended the inaugural
meeting of the committee set up to plan and organise
Handicamp in 2008, where his compassion and
enthusiasm impressed all who had come to know
him.  Paul was with us only briefly, having migrated
from the UK some three months earlier, but he made
an impact on the club out of all proportion to the short
time we knew him.

The Mandurah Rotary Club has maintained contact
with Paul’s widow, offering whatever support and
assistance she and her two young sons may need in
the difficult times ahead.
