The pad was poured in February.  The wall frames and roof
trusses for the brick veneer construction were fabricated and
erected by 30 Rotarians & contractors in April.  It was a
fantastic sight to see so many Rotarians and their families on
site to assist with getting the house “off of the ground”.  It is
planned to complete the home in December 2007.

In honour of both John and Hilda Coote, it was decided to start
a bursary mechanical apprenticeship scheme, with some of the
funding as John began his working life as an automotive
mechanic. The balance of monies raised would be put towards
the South West Youth Permanent Care Facility and other local
charities.

Access Dinghies have been designed to appeal to people
who would love to have a go at sailing but find it too
difficult to do so.  The dinghies can be handled by people
of all abilities and ages, and are wheelchair accessible.
As well as two Access Dinghies, the Rotary Clubs have
also purchased a ‘C’ crane and a purpose built trailer.
The ‘C’ crane is used to lift people from their wheelchairs
into the dinghy and back to the jetty (as seen in photo).
The trailer enables the programme to operate at either
Port Geographe marina or Augusta where a crane
mounting has been installed at the Ellis Street jetty.

The first outing at Ellis Street jetty was enjoyed by seven people having their first
introduction into sailing along with three experienced “Sail into Life”  sailors, and from their
reaction it will certainly not be their last!  The intrepid would-be sailors first went for a gentle
ride on the river in Augusta Yacht Club Commodore, Denis Meagher’s power boat before
progressing to the Access Dinghies.  Family members and carers also received the chance
to try the sailing experience.

The Rotary Club of Margaret River President Sally Hays gave special thanks to Margaret
River carer Coleen Beauchamp and DSC’s Jamie Ashton for helping to promote the day
with potential sailors and organise transport, to Denis Meagher and Brenton Air from the
Augusta Yacht Club for their enthusiasm and the use of their support boats, and to sailing
Rotarians Peter Ryall, Gwyn Cracknell and Ben Bridgham from the Rotary Club of
Geographe Bay, Jodie from Busselton Sea Search and Rescue and the parents and carers
who made the morning such a huge success.

“Sail into Life”  happens at Port Geographe Marina every second Wednesday from 9am to
12pm.  We look forward to more opportunities to Sail into Life at Augusta and to bringing
the pleasure of sailing to more people in our community at both Port Geographe & Augusta.
