A World W ithout Polio: T ruly Remarkable  is an exhibition
celebrating the efforts of Rotary and its partners to eradicate polio
on a global scale.

In 1988, the Global Polio Eradication Initiative was officially
launched and driven by Rotary International, the World Health
Organization, the US Centres for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) and the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF).

In addition to raising funds for this initiative, men and women
of Rot ary have donated their time and personal resources to
help immunize nearly 2 billion  children in over 122 countries.

As a result, in just under 20 years, the cases of polio around the
world have decreased by 99.8%. Over 1.2 million Rotarians in
30,000 clubs in more than 160 countries have worked with
international agencies to rid the world of polio. The story of
Rotary’s endeavours to eradicate polio is truly remarkable.

This informative exhibition includes photographs of the worldwide
effort to stamp out polio and historic newsreel footage of the
disease’s impact in Australia throughout the 1950’s, including the
widespread fear that gripped our nation.

Our insurance coverage’s for the 2006/07-year have been
finalised, with all premium payments having been made to
our insurers.

Due to the diligence of clubs conducting their programs in
2005/06, we have received a reduction in premium costs for
the 2006/07-year.  This is great news indeed.

There is also an added amount of coverage to one section of
the policy: Public Liability, from where coverage has
increased from $20 million to $30 million, at no additional
cost to us.

This therefore would seem an appropriate time to remind all
clubs and District committees to ensure that any group or
persons involved with Rotary within Rotary’s Programs (for
their own benefit or gain, such as Market Stall holders etc)
carry their own liability insurance of $5 million minimum.
Failure to carry this out could, in the event of a claim, result in
our insurers being drawn into litigation.

This would have a detrimental effect on our future premiums.

As the Districts Insurance Officer, I am always available to
discuss with each club any queries you may have in relation
to insurance matters as they relate to our District insurance
coverage’s.

I am advised that in the near future, details of our insurance
coverage’s shall be available on the Web for your
information.

The Tsunami Housing Project in Sri Lanka, led by the
Rotary Club of Fremantle City has come to a
successful conclusion with a tremendous contribution
from four Rotary volunteers from District 9460.

John and Chris Lewis from the Rotary Club of
Kojonup and Jinny Henshaw, the newest member of
the Rotary Club of Fremantle City (inducted one week
before she departed for Sri Lanka) joined project
leader Susanna Bessell-Browne, Rotary Club of
Fremantle City and Assistant Governor Group 1, in
Sri Lanka in late July for 3+ weeks of work.

The Handover Ceremony took place on 30 June
when, all but 8 of the 35 rammed earth houses, were
handed over to the recipient families by the Minister
for Urban Development and Water Supply in front of

about 150 people. The last of the houses were completed over the next 6 weeks and
handed over before the volunteers returned home.

John, Chris, Jinny and Susanna accompanied some of the recipients on an eco training
program and then assisted with implementation of some of the skills learned. Rainwater
harvesting was installed on the houses and the volunteers helped some of the recipients to
build compact home gardens for vegetables and herbs.

60 Rotary clubs in Australia and New Zealand provided the $304,000 raised for the project.
