The Rotary WA Cord Blood Campaign has progressed well since its
official launch earlier this year.

A $1 Million grant from Lotterywest as well as substantial gifts from
both Mr Haruhisa Handa and an anonymous private donor, catapulted
the fundraising efforts and stirred momentum among the various
Committees and volunteers.

The Perth business community has yielded strong support.  Campaign
Chairman Terry Budge, and Leadership Gifts Committee Chair, Mike
Gurry, have been instrumental in developing prospects and nurturing
key relationships which have resulted in some significant gifts to the
Campaign.

In addition to the work of the Committees, there have also been a
number of key proposals that are currently in development to seek
additional funding. These include a proposal to seek funding from the
State Government, a proposal to the Rio Tinto Aboriginal Foundation
and also ANZ. Other approaches are also being progressed with
potential individual and corporate donors.

There has also been interest shown from a major media provider who
is keen to support the Project on an annual basis with a public appeal.
This is still in the negotiation stages and their commitment is not
guaranteed. However, this is a superb example of the level of interest
that has been generated from the wider Perth community so far.

This excitement has also stirred the efforts of individual Matilda Bay
Rotarian, David Goldstone. David is organising a fundraising dinner at
Government House in November which promises to be a night to
remember. While the dinner is sure to be successful in raising funds
for the Campaign, it will (more importantly) communicate information
about the Project to the more influential Perth sector.
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A40 INNER WHEEL
Most Rotarians will be aware that the Centennial Rotary WA
Cordblood Bank initiative came from a proposal submitted by
members of Inner Wheel in WA.  What is perhaps not known is that
for the last six years Inner Wheel Australia’s national project has
been “Coin for a Cord”.  This project is aimed at providing money to
fund research into the uses of Cord Blood.  To date this has raised
in excess of $850,000 funding grants to 15 Doctors with
applications now out for a further two.  All Inner Wheel members in
Australia have agreed to support this project for a further three
years. Maureen Betts is the current Chairman A40 Inner Wheel
District Committee.

Kevan recognised Mrs
Helen Hassell with a
Paul Harris Fellow (PHF)
for tireless service to the
Club, especially in the
maintenance of Club
records and history.

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CORD BLOOD BANK PROJECT
PDG John Iriks advises that fund raising for the Rotary WA
Centenial Project is proceeding well.  The current public debate on
the “embryonic stem cells” may be creating some confusion and
so the senior scientist in charge of the Cord Blood Program for the
Red Cross, Gail Lazario, has prepared a summary on the
difference between “embryonic stem cells” and “cord blood stem
cells” for Rotarians to read.  The summary is now on the District
web page.  It will also be distributed directly to Club Secretaries.

   Another recent PHF at the Rotary Club of Cockburn
changeover was PP and foundation member Cliff Gillies
who was honoured with a PHF Sapphire  pin for 37 years
of dedicated and loyal service to the Cockburn Club and for
setting high standards in carrying out the ideals of RI.
