Australian Rotary Health recently awarded an Evaluation of Mental Health
Services grant of $60,000 to Dr Geoffrey Waghorn from the Queensland
Centre for Mental Health Research.

“This program aims to reduce the social and economic marginalisation
associated with severe mental illness by providing individualised intensive employment
assistance integrated with mental health treatment and care” says Waghorn.

It is estimated that 75-84% of people with a psychotic disorder in Australia are unemployed
or have given up looking for work, with most in receipt of a disability support pension.
In overseas studies the integration of an employment specialist into a community mental
health team has led to employment outcomes of 60% or more.

Jenny Hearle, Rehabilitation Service coordinator at the Park Centre for Mental Health, says;
“it is great that the program is being expanded but even if it had stopped here it has made an
enormous difference to the lives of the nine people who have now got a job because of it”.
