The Rotary Club of Bunbury Leschenault has started a free
counseling service giving support to not-for-profit associations
in the Bunbury area. The Club has had a longtime connection
with the local Small Business Centre and seeing the excellent
work done for small business, decided to replicate the service
for ‘not-for-profit’, albeit on a much smaller scale and using
experienced Rotarians from all of the four clubs in Bunbury as
counselors. After a successful public launch in early October,
the team of seven counsellors is rostered to be available each
Thursday afternoon.

The name “Club Doctors”  was chosen at a brainstorming
session and is proving to be catchy and lighthearted, but with
the underlying message that the doctor can only give a
prescription – it is up to the patient to take the medicine!

Initial enquiries bear out expectations – community
associations need and want help to better manage their affairs,
especially planning (however simple the plans may be),
resolving committee deadlocks, effective meeting procedures,
and improving finances.

To ensure a professional level of service, “Club Doctors”  is
administered by Small Business Centre Bunbury Wellington
who have adapted their own systems and provided a superb
suite of records and documents for the counsellors to use. The
administration costs are funded for the first year by the South
West Development Commission on the basis that it is a pilot
scheme, which it is hoped, will develop into a service operated
in other regional centres in the South West – perhaps involving
other Rotary Clubs. During the next six months Bunbury
Leschenault, in conjunction with SWDC, will be preparing a
strategic plan for development of the service – so watch this
space!

ARHRF - Rural Health
The health of people living in country areas
is becoming of increasing concern.
Suicide rates are climbing and are at a
much higher level than in city areas.
Attracting medical personnel at all levels
is proving to be a challenging task for governments and
rural communities.  In response the ARHRF has approved
the following programs:

Twenty eight (28), one-year scholarships will be provided
for medical students who are completing a rural
placement as part of their under-graduate medical
training. These scholarships will be made available on an
equitable basis across all States and Territories of
Australia and will be valued at $5,000 each.  It is expected
that each scholarship holder will be hosted by a local
Rotary Club with the aim of linking them with the rural
community in which they are working.  It is hoped that this
will encourage students to continue their future careers in
rural areas of Australia. Local Rotary clubs could play a
big part in making these students feel welcome and at
home in the community.

The second program involves the commitment of
$200,000 per year for three years to support five (5) or
more research projects to a maximum of $40,000 per
project (no more than one project will be funded per State
or Territory).  The funding will support research projects
which are designed to improve the quality of existing
services or to evaluate new evidence-based services that
have the potential to restore or promote the health of
Australians living in rural and/or remote area.
