Rotary International President Elect (RIPE) Wilf Wilkinson
and his wife Joan visited our state primarily so he could
present the annual Ken Collins Address to a large
audience drawn from the three WA districts.  RIPE Wilf and
Joan participated in a packed program of events
accompanied by Past RI Director Ken and Di Collins,
District Governors Ian Murray (D9450), John and Melodie
Kevan (D9460) and Paul and Doreen Gianatti (D9470).

While in Perth, RIPE Wilf visited the Deputy Premier Eric
Ripper to thank the State Government for its recently
announced sponsorship of the World Peace Fellowship.
The $200,000 commitment will enable the selection of four
WA nominees over the next four years to undertake special
Master’s level degree courses in peace and conflict
resolution at one of the six Rotary Centres for International
Studies established at leading universities around the
world.  The WA commitment is the first sponsorship  of
the global peacemaking scheme (which has so far
graduated some 260 peace scholars) by any national or
regional government in the world, a precedent that Wilf
promised to point out to his son – who is senior chief of
staff to the Premier in his home province of Alberta,
Canada.

The highlight of RIPE Wilf and Joan’s visit to the
Wheelchairs for Kids project in Wangara run by RC
Scarborough was the presentation of a cheque for $26,000
for the manufacture of wheelchairs specifically for young
handicapped people in Nigeria.  PP Gordon Hudson, who
is the program’s director of operations, workshop manager
Olly Picket and their team of some 80 volunteers have so
far built and delivered nearly 10,000 sturdy wheelchairs for
children with handicaps in third world countries to date.

RIPE Wilf and Joan then travelled to the Rotary Residential
College at Victoria Park which provides accommodation for
high school students from rural WA who are taking special
courses at city high schools, as well as being used for
temporary accommodation for seminars during school
holidays.  Operating since 1991, the college has recently
completed the construction of a new gymnasium and other
facilities.

After a lunch at the home of DG John and Melodie Kevan,
which included briefings on the Rotary WA Cord Blood
Bank and D9460 projects, the last official call was to
Government House for a pleasant afternoon tea and brief
tour by the Governor of WA Dr Ken Michael and his wife
Julie.

The Solomon Islands was slightly
better at 128, Fiji 90 and Tonga 55.This together with
Australia’s own well known water problems serves to underline
the growing awareness of this world wide problem.

At RAWCS we have a wealth of information and professional
help available to us.  We also have information on successful
water projects sponsored by Rotary Clubs throughout the
world.  Those clubs without an International project should
consider “Water” as their next move.

Thanks to a joint effort by Rotary Clubs and government, 58 scholarship s
have been granted to Indigenous students in every Region of Australia in this
year.  It’s hard to realise that since the inception of the national program in
2003, we have been able to more than double the annual number of
scholarships granted. To the end of 2005, 30 students have been successful
in their studies and have graduated.

Why is this program so import ant?

Because it has been realised that to combat the disastrous state of health among the
aborigine communities, it is important to have health providers who are in tune culturally.
Further, the leaders needed to change the thinking and attitudes in these communities will
most likely come from the educated members of the community. So we are approaching
the problems from two fronts.

The Indigenous Health Scholarships are a long term grass roots project aimed at making a
difference where more sophisticated efforts have failed.  What also has shown up is that
many of these students are mature aged people who want to better themselves and have
families to support while they study. Many do not have extended families able to provide the
support that most non-indigenous students enjoy.

The value of these scholarships, $5,000 ($2,500 matched dollar for dollar by government)
might seem small but do make a significant difference and are highly valued.  These
scholarships are competitively awarded and are reviewed each semester.  Many Rotary
clubs have been able to establish bonds between club members and their  students, which
has produced better acceptance and understanding of many of the problems.
