The Rotary Club of Attadale is hosting the “Maiden Nepal Dinner”, an
evening of music, dancing and fine (mild) authentic cuisine.  There will be
door prizes, raffles and a fabulous auction of Fine Art and Sporting
Memorabilia.

Proceeds to ABC Nepal to help the rehabilitation of Nepalese girls aged
between 7 & 18 that have been rescued from Indian Brothels and circuses.
It is estimated that over 5,000 girls each year are kidnapped or sold in this
way.  ABC/Nepal was founded in 1987 by Ms. Durga Ghimire and Ms.
Meera Arjyal.  The ABC/Nepal team includes a seven member executive
committee, over 5,000 women volunteers and 2,000 community workers.
They have a central staff of 25, a field staff of 50 and an art staff of 10.

ABC Nepal’s rehabilitation involves counselling, medical attention,
education and skills training; whilst providing food, clothing and shelter for
the girls during this time.  They work with other local Non-Government
Organizations (NGOs) to facilitate programs such as women’s leadership
training, non-formal education, and girls’ trafficking awareness.
This fundraiser will also help contribute to 10 underprivileged Nepalese
schools that are in dire need of sanitation facilities.

The results from the pilot CCALS program have been outstanding. This was the literacy
program that will now be evaluated and used around the world to increase literacy in many
areas.

All students were monitored and received feedback as they worked on the program and will
have access to both reading and math until the end of May 2007.   A group of
approximately 20 students began working on the programs during the summer holidays.
Others who have been on the program for some months are taking a break for some of the
holiday time.

Full credit goes to all Rotarians and non-Rotarians involved in making this trial successful
with sponsorship.  Many hours of work has been put in by parents, facilitators, teachers,
administrators, Rotarians and others who wished to help people struggling with reading and
or math.

The project would not have been possible without the original formal agreement given by
PDG Peter Brown and  DG John Kevan.  Ongoing interest and effort from DGE Ed
McKinnon and spouses Carolyn, Melodie and Jean has helped in formulating plans for
future implementation, should Rotary International President Elect choose to further the
project.

Further information about the ongoing program and its implementation will be forthcoming
in February 2007.  Keep in mind that March is  Literacy Month  in the Rotary calendar
instead of July.  Best regards to all readers, students and others who have encouraged and
assisted in so many ways.
